Our Anglican Heritage

The past six years have been a roller coaster ride
for us in the Anglican Communion. These next few
months may see some major steps toward bringing
the roller coaster into a safe landing, or at least,
strengthening the foundation of these steep rails so
we can once again enjoy the exhilaration without
fearing that the whole structure is about to collapse
beneath us.

In June the inaugural convention of the Anglican
Church in North America will meet in Texas. This
new province is a miracle in the works, a union of
ten different groups of Anglicans, including CANA,
who will form a single jurisdiction with 700
congregations and  approximately 100,000
members. It will offer a biblically sound alternative
to The Episcopal Church.

Our own Bishop Martyn Minns has been a major
partner in this great work, along with bishops from
the Anglican Mission in the Americas, The
Reformed Episcopal Church, The American
Anglican Council, and a host of other churches that
have affiliated with faithful Anglican provinces
around the world.

On the other side of the aisle, July 6-18 The
Episcopal Church will hold its triennial General
Convention. The resolutions being brought to this
convention are almost certain to take The Episcopal
Church even further away from the biblical and
moral foundations of the Anglican Communion.
What is expected to happen at this convention?

First, the previously adopted policy calling for
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apply to homosexual couples. Third, the canons will
be changed so that any priest or vestry member who
undertakes a vote for a parish to leave The Episcopal
Church will automatically lose their position, making
their votes invalid. The same will be done at the
diocesan level regarding bishops and members of
standing committees who might vote to take an entire
diocese out of The Episcopal Church.

The process has reached its completion. Six years
after approving Gene Robinson as the first openly
homosexual bishop, the General Convention will
finally enshrine the homosexual agenda as the law of
the land in The Episcopal Church.

While all of this is happening, the more important
work for the long term will be the final stages of
adopting the Anglican Covenant. Six years ago
when this controversy first hit the international scene,
there was a call at the highest level of our
communion for a central document that defines what
our Anglican identity is, and just as important, what
our discipline is. All through this tumultuous period a
group of faithful workers have been meeting tirelessly
to formulate the Anglican Covenant under the
outstanding leadership of Archbishop Drexel Gomez
of Nassau. After many revisions, the Covenant is
finally emerging into an effective working document
for our communion, a document that is both orthodox
in its theology and specific in its discipline. We
applaud the Covenant working group for their
contribution to our common life.

Of course, as with any document, it is only a tool. It
will still require the faith and good will of the leaders
of the church to uphold its theology and enforce its
discipline. No document can ever take the place of
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repealed. This will make little practical difference
since this policy has been ignored by most of The
Episcopal Church anyway.

Bill's June 7 sermon
about our faulty recollections of what we hear, let's
read: John Chapter 17:20 i Neither pray | for these
alone, but for them also which shall believe on me
through their word (KJV).

There's your mandate! This is not about impacting
culture but making disciples, and doing that by your
witness, your word. It will take time, personal
contact, fellowship, friendship, and support when it
gets rough. Then, they will do the same for the next
person, using their own words to explain how Jesus
is Lord.

Christians started out receiving suspicion and
hostility and so we should be equipped to stay
faithful in any culture. Besides, you can see for
yourself how cultural impacts tend to be quickly
folded into "normal" since culture is always seeking
a new experience, an untried excitement even at
the risk of death. (Here's a shocker: underwear
used to be worn under what you were wearing!
That's how it got its name; | promise it's true!)

But seriously, you and | have all the power
needed to make those disciples; NOTHING has
changed. People were watching the early Christians
then, and they watch you, today. Il bet it was an
impressive lesson some of our parish Youth
members gave when they were turned away from a
concert for which they already had tickets! Instead
of tearing down the gates, demanding their "rights"
or creating some other negative scene, they got
over it the same way St. Peter did 1 through prayer
and praise! How pleased God must have been to
hear their words: praises and thanksgiving that so
many had come to spend time enjoying Christian
music and fellowship. Now, that's a stellar impact
on culture. It's not about the numbers; it's about the
POWER. Jesus simply continues to say it: Go and
make disciples.

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A RIDE MONTHO PROCLAMATION

For the first time in history, a U.S. president has issued
a White  House proclamation  celebrating
transgenderism -- along with homosexuality,
lesbianism, and bisexuality.

In his June 1 "Pride Month" proclamation, Barack
Obama boasted of appointing Senate-confirmed
openly homosexual nominees to high executive
offices, described reluctance to accept homosexuality
as "discrimination and prejudice,” and called for
passage of the entire homosexual political agenda,
including programs for "LGBT youth."

No president, even Bill Clinton, has issued such a
radical embrace of the entire homosexual agenda. To
give "teeth” to the LGBT youth emphasis, President
Obama recently appointed Kevin Jennings, the
founder of the Gay, Lesbian and Straight Education
Network, as the Assistant Secretary of Education for
Safe and Drug Free Schools. Jennings' group backs
homosexual lessons for children, beginning in
kindergarten, and sponsored a Massachusetts
conference in 2000 in which children as young as 12
were instructed graphically about how to perform
homosexual acts.

The president's proclamation calls for:

- "Outlawing discrimination in the workplace," which
means passage of the Employment Non-
Discrimination Act, which would empower the federal
government to force employers with 15 or more
employees to adopt "sexual orientation" special
protections now applicable to race, ethnicity, and sex.

- "Enhancing hate crime laws." The Matthew Shepard
Hate Crimes Prevention Act (S. 909), now in the
Senate, would lay the foundation for special treatment
based on gender identity and homosexuality and
would empower the Justice Department to take over
any criminal case that it deems a "hate crime.” Similar
laws paved the way for "thought crime" statutes in
Canada, Sweden, England and other nations where
public criticism of homosexuality is now banned and
passages in the Bible have been declared "hate
speech.”

- Adoption of children by homosexual couples,
guaranteeing that orphans would be placed in fatherless
or motherless families by design, despite the availability
of more than one million husband-and-wife households
awaiting adoption.

- Recognition of transsexuals and transvestites as a civil
rights category on a par with race, ethnicity, place of
birth, or sex. This means that men who dress as women
would obtain more rights under the law than other
Americans and could force employers to accommodate
them, regardless of the impact on the workplace. A male
school bus driver in Pennsylvania, for instance, showed
up for work dressed as a woman and claimed that he had
the right under a state law to do so, regardless of the
impact on the children.

- Civil unions. The president specifically called for civil
unions, which give the rights and privileges of marriage
to same-sex couples. Civil unions put the government
on record as encouraging homosexuality with legal
incentives. The proclamation did not mention the
federal Defense of Marriage Act (DOMA), but Obama
has called elsewhere for repealing it.

- End the military's ban on homosexual behavior.
Despite a letter signed by more than 1,000 retired
generals and admirals opposing this idea, Obama says
he wants open homosexuals to serve in the nation's
armed forces.

When traditional sexual morality is redefined as
"discrimination and prejudice,” the law will be used to
criminalize biblical Christianity. Children will be taught
in schools that God's plan for marriage and sexuality is
merely a form of bigotry and that "trying out"
homosexuality will be a rite of passage. The volunteer
military will be shaken to its roots, putting recruitment
and retention at risk.

The stakes are enormous for our churches, our nation,
our children and grandchildren.
