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THE PuBLIC CELEBRATION

OF CHRISTMAS:
SETTING THE RECORD SRAIGHT

Thanks to the attorneys at the Rutherford Institute,
you don ot cotfused@bout whathhseand is
not allowed in expressing your Christian faith, at the
office, in the schools, or in a public place. Here are
some things you should know.

1. Public school students may not be censored
from personal expressions of their Chasti
faith unless there is evidence that such
speech would cause a substantial disruption.

So long as teachers are generally permitted
to have personal items, clothing or jewelry
expressing their personal beliefs about the
holidays, Christian teachers mayotnbe
prohibited from similarly expressing their
views by wearing Christmalated clothing

or jewelry or personal items.

Public schools may teach children about the
Christmas holiday, including its religious
significance, so long as it is taught
objectvely for its historical or cultural

importance, and not for purposes of
promoting Christianity.

Public school teachers may send Christmas
cards to families of their students so long as
they do so on their own time, outside of

school hours.

Public schools may include Christmas
music, including those with religious themes,
in their choral programs if the songs are
included for a secular purpose, such as their
musical quality or cultural value, or if the

songs are part of an overall performance
including sogs relating to other holidays,
such as Hanukkah or Kwanzaa. r

Public schools may not require students to
sing Christmas songs whose messages
conflict wi t h t he
beliefs.

10.Neither public nor private employers ma
prevent employes from decorating their
offices for Christmas, playing Christma
music, or wearing clothing related t¢
Christmas merely because of the religiol
content, so long as these activities are not us

to harass or intimidate others.

11.Public or private employera’hose sincerely
held religious beliefs require that they ng
work on Christmas must be reasonab
accommodated, unless granting th
accommodation would impose an undu
hardship on the employer.

12.Government recognition of Christmas as
public holiday and granting government
employees a paid holiday for Christmas do
not violate the Establishment Clause of tk
First Amendment.
